Advanced Placement Literature

Short Story Analysis

I.  PAPER

In order to practice writing analysis I am going to ask you to either work alone or with a partner to write either an extended or limited literary analysis based on a short story from your book.  You are allowed to have one partner on this assignment, not to cut down the work-load, but to have another to help you research and analyze.    You will teach each other and learn from each other.  

How you write your essay with your partner is up to you.  One can write the other can edit, you can take turns writing, or you can write it together line by line; the choice is really up to you.

Requirements

· 3 to 5 pages

· Double space
· Works Cited

· In-text citations

· MLA Heading and header
· MLA format, title page not necessary (MLA will give you some information on this web site below:

http://owl.english.purdue.edu/handouts/research/r_mla.html)
· Extended- a minimum of two outside resources (Up to 10 points extra credit if you choose this option)

· Limited- use your book only, remember to quote from your source
· Two direct quotes

Use your Write for College hand-out on literary analysis to assist you in the format and structure of an extended literary analysis.

You may also use the criticism packet to help you analyze your short story.  Example, “The Lottery” may be viewed with a feminist eye.  I would look for criticism supporting my theory to help support my paper.  You could choose to write an analysis based on one character, a theme, or whatever you choose to research.
